It would add to the expense of the college; some religious phase of the college work would naturally be in mind in selecting the use of the money-^we might raise,to do honor to the man who did for Cleveland and the Western Reserve the strongest work at a formative period of history. Let me hear what you think of this matter.
As to the matter of the potrait, T will make enquiries as to .mat can be done. I should be^satisfied with a present day portrait of my father, than of one of twenty years ago. It would be very difficult for a painter to reproduce the likeness of my father as he appeared in those days, from photographs, but we will see what is best.
